These questions constituted the starting points for a 
research and development project at the Norwegian Academy of Music called Music 
Teacher Education between the Institution, the Practicum and the Profession within the 
Multicultural Society (MUPP).  

To enlighten our queries we posed new questions such as: what can we learn from 
trying out community music activities in a Palestinian refugee camp in Lebanon? Or from 
challenging the double competence of music performing and teaching among the student 
music teachers?  What is regarded as good quality of teaching and learning? How should 
future music teachers navigate within the ever-changing dynamics of the labor market? 
And should they engage in the large conversation about politics and society?
